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We do not yet understand enough the importance of the ‘’Press’’.  Neither the faithful nor the 

clergy are taking care of it as it should.  In vain you will build churches, you will preach missions and 

found schools, all your good works, all your efforts will be destroyed,  if you cannot handle at the 

same time . . .  the ‘’Press Weapon’’ .  (Pius X : Translated from kicitwa miteh, January 1908, p. 12)  
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PREFACE 

  

It was in April 1906, that Fr. Léon Balter, Oblate missionary at the 

Sacred Heart Mission (Saddle Lake, Alberta) entered the ‘’world of 

journalism’’. That is not much of a big news would you say? Well, 

the ‘’breaking news’’ is that this new ‘’little paper’’ kihcitwa miteh 

(Sacred Heart}, would be printed completely in the ‘’Cree syllabic 

writing’’, a multi-directional syllabic alphabet, adapted to the 

specific sounds of the ‘’turtle island languages’’, the ‘’official’’ 

writing of the nêhiyaw people, from James Bay to the Rockies, since 

1874.   

This 16-pages monthly newspaper, published from 1906 to 1978, 

contains local and international news, significant events, stories, 

legends, funny jokes, sermons, photos, illustrations, biographies, 

correspondence and much more, all in Cree syllabics.  

Based on my research on this subject, I can say that this material 

constitutes the largest single collection of ‘’syllabic writing’’, a 

linguistic treasure for the nêhiyaw communities (Cree & Dene), for 

their community schools and every Canadian interested in ‘’truth & 

reconciliation’’.  This index represents a wealth of linguistic and 

historical knowledge, dating from as far back as 114 years ago. Such 

a historical collection of documents as this would be invaluable for 

any languages. But for a threatened indigenous language, such as 

nêhiyawêwin (Cree language), after 300 years of ‘’systematic 

cultural genocide’’, it is truly important for its survival, and mostly, 

for its ‘’Renaissance’’.   

The first years, the paper was made by hand because they did not 

even have a proper typewriter and press. However, through fund 

raising by a group called ‘’Friends of the good press’’. In 1911, they 

finally had enough money to buy a typewriter and a printing press to 
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publish the first number that looked ‘’journalistic’’ From February 

1912 to 1913, Fr. Balter published the news letter from   Lac la 

Biche Mission, then from Saddle Lake in 1914, until April 1915. In 

May of that year, and until September 1916, kicitwaw mitêh was 

printed from St-Paul des Métis, then the press was moved to 

Hobbema. From October 1916 to August 1917, it was printed from 

Le Geoff Mission.1917 is an important date in the history of Kicitwa 

Miteh.  The press will find a permanent home, an independent office 

in Hobbema, ‘’Authorized as second class mail  by the Post-Office 

Dept. Ottawa -  Number 1633 -  and for payment of postage in cash’’ 

. Fr. Moulin will take over the responsibility of publishing the paper, 

which he will do until October 1950, with temporary exceptions: 

1927-29: Fr. Moulin from Legoeff (Dene syllabic articles and  

correspondence)

In 1950, Fr. Levert  took over the direction as an official editor, 

with an office in Hobbema, and with the help of Brother H. Guibert 

as the printer. But the press had to be moved often, according to who 

was in charge of the paper, or which mission he was named to go by 

his superior.

Kicitwa Miteh is printed in Lac la Biche Mission from 1970 until 

1978, when it ceased to be published.   

It is interesting to mention that a number of local enterprises have 

contributed to this endeavor b paying advertisement: Edmond 

Brosseau, Beaudin & Deslauriers, Dr. J. Boulanger, Mr. W. Gariepy, 

Lessard & C0, St-Paul Mercantile, Charles Gordon, just to name a 

few.  

Presently, UnBQ Resource Center has a photocopy of all the 

originals (1906 to 1961) from the Provincial Archives in Edmonton. 

It also possesses an incomplete collection of original copies from 

1965 to 1978. These are extra copies donated to Blue Quills by the 

Lac la Biche Mission Museum.  

The 72 years of existence of ‘’kicitwa miteh’’ (close to 40,000 

pages) are now digitized and will be made accessible to Cree 

teachers and researchers. An exhaustive indexing is now completed 

and will be shortly accessible to the public through internet or paper 

print.
